Battery/ Charger/ Alkaline batteries
1. The battery/ charger/ alkaline batteries are not toys and it is strictly forbidden for children to play with them.
2. Non-rechargeable batteries must not be recharged, do not recharge them.
3. Do not mix old and new batteries or batteries of different types: alkaline, standard (carbon-zinc) or rechargeable (nickel-
cadmium).
4. Only an adult must charge the batteries.
5. Remove the rechargeable batteries from the product before you start charging them.
6. Observe the correct polarity + indicated at the battery compartment.
7. The discharged batteries must immediately be removed from the product.
8. Remove the batteries if you are not going to use the product for a long time.
9. Do not shorten the battery terminals.
10. Use only the rechargeable battery and charger provided by the manufacturer.
11. Do not use the battery or charger for other product, because this may lead to overheating, fire or explosion.
12. DO NOT OPEN the battery or charger.
13. DO NOT CHARGE the battery upside down.
14. Always keep the battery dry. The battery must not get in contact with fresh or salt water.

DIAGRAM OF THE PARTS

Before starting to assemble the battery operated motorbike, take out all of te parts from the packing. Check if all parts,
described in FIGURE PD, are present. Keep the package until you finish assembling.

Notice: Some of the parts shown are factory installed on both sides of the battery operated motorbike.

See FIGURE PD: B. Car Body; FM. Mask; H. Handlebar; RM. Rearview mirrors; D. Plastic decoration for the front fork;
FF+M. Front fork and mudguard; 2WV — FW+ RW. For Model Sport — Front wheel (1 pc) and Rear wheel (1 pc); 2WV — AW
+ FP. For Model Sport — auxiliary wheels and foot pedal; 3WV — RW. For model Legend — Rear wheels — 2 pcs, rear axle,
gaskets, nuts and caps.

Note that model Legend has 1 front wheel and footrest with foot pedal.

ASSEMBLY STEPS

*WARNING! Adult assembly required.
*Note: Some parts might be factory assembled.



«Care should be taken in unpacking and assembly of the vehicle. Do not allow the children to play with any of the parts or to
help in the assembly of the vehicle. Risk of injury due to small parts, sharp edges and sharp points in the vehicle’s
unassembled state.

« Identify all parts before assembly and save all packing material until assembly is complete to ensure that no parts are
discarded

« After each step you must check if each part is correctly placed and well fixed. Follow strictly each step and study well the
assembly figures.

» Assembly tools needed: screwdriver (not included in the set) and spanner (not included in the package).

*DO NOT over-tighten in order to avoid any damage.

«If you find problems with assembly, contact the store from where you purchased the product.

1.Step A - Installing the front fender and front fork - See Figures 1, 2 and 3: Thread the front fork through the fender
opening. The mudguard must fit into the fork. Thread the plastic decorative part through the bottom part of the front fork. Fix
it using a screw and a screwdriver.

2.Step B —Installing the front wheel - See Figure 4, 5 and 6: Take the front wheel and place it in the middle of the front
fork. Slide the front axle through the caps and the front wheel. Then insert the washer and tighten it with a nut and a wrench.
3.Step C - Installing the windshield and the mask - See Figures 7, 8, 9, 10, 11 and 12: Take the steering fork with the
front wheel and insert it through the hole of the body of the motorbike. Attach the cables coming out of the mask to those
coming from the motorbike's body. Put the cables inside the opening in the body. Take the mask and attach it to the body of
the motorbike. Be careful not to damage the cables! You will hear a clicking sound when the mask is fixed. Attach the
rearview mirrors to the head mas. Secure them with screws and screwdriver.

4.Step D - Installing the handlebar - See Figures 13 and 14: Connect the cables of the handlebar to those of the
motorbike. Attach the handlebar to the tip of the steering fork. Secure it using the cap.

5.Step E:

A. Installing the rear wheel and the auxiliary wheels for model Sport — See Figures 15, 16, 17, 18 and 19: Attach the
rear tire to the back part of the motorbike body. The black cogwheel of the rear tire must be attached to the white cogwheel
of the gear box. place a bushing on the other side of the wheel. Slide the rear axle through the openings in the body and the
rear wheel. Put a washer and a nut on both sides of the rear axle. Fix with a wrench. Install the auxiliary wheels to the
bottom of the motorbike body using screws and a screwdriver.

B. Attaching the rear wheels of model Legend — See Figures RW1, RW2, RW3, RW4 n RW5: Slide the rear axle through
the openings of the gearboxes in the rear motorbike body. Place a rear wheel on each side of the axle. The black cogwheels
of the rear tires must fit to the white cogwheel of the rear gearboxes. Adjust the axle so that it comes on equal parts on both
sides of the motorbike. Attach a gasket and a nut on each side of the axle. Fix the nuts using wrenches. While fixing one of
the nuts, hold the other one using a wrench. Finally attach the caps.

6.Step F - Installing the foot pedal - See Figures 20 and 21: Connect the power cord to the foot pedal. Insert the cables in
the opening in the motorbike body. Insert the footrest with the foot pedal in the motorbike’ body and press carefully until you
hear a clicking sound. Attach the other footrest on the left side of the motorbike.

7. Step G — Connect the battery — See Figures 22 and 23: Connect the red cable of the motorbike to the red terminal of
the battery.

DO NOT CONNECT BLACK CABLE TO RED TERMINAL OR RED CABLE TO BLACK TERMINAL!

8. Step H - Installing the licence plate- See Figure 24: Attach the licence plate to its intended place at the back of the
motorbike body and press until you hear a click sound.

USE OF THE PRODUCT

Notice: When you change the direction of movement, first make sure that the motorbike is not in motion. Otherwise, if you
change the direction of movement suddenly without stopping the motorbike first, the gears and motor may get damaged.

» See Figures 25 and 26: The ON/ OFF button is in the front body of the motorbike (Figure 26). And the The Forward —
Stop - Backward button and the music panel are in the middle of the front body. The pedal is placed on the right side of the
body.

1.Moving forward - backward: Turn on the power of the motorbike. Press the button for “A Forward — O - ¥ Back” in
position “A Forward”. Press the pedal and the motorbike will start moving forward. Release the pedal and move to position
V¥ Back, and press the pedal, the motorbike will start moving backwards. Release the pedal and the motorbike will stop
moving.

2.The battery operated motorbike will stop automatically, when your child lifts its leg from the pedal.

3.Putthe AOYV button in position stop “O” and the motor will stop moving.

4.Music player (panel):

A.USB slot — only supports MP3.

B.AUX input — Allows a cable to be connect to portable MP3 player or phone with the music player of the car

C. Increasing the volume - long press to turn the volume up.

D. Decreasing the volume — long press in order to turn the volume down.

A Do not put the MP3 player close to the ears and do not listen to loud music, because this may lead to
impairment of the hearing.




CHARGING OF THE BATTERY OPERATED MOTORBIKE

WARNING!!!

* IN ORDER TO AVOID FIRE AND ELECTRIC SHOCK:

- NEVER USE battery or charger of other brand or another product. Always use only the rechargeable battery and adapter
provided with the bought product.

- Do not use the battery or adapter for another product. This may result in overheating, fire or explosion.

- NEVER change the electric current. Making any changes to it may lead to short circuit, fire or explosion or the system may
permanently get damaged.

* Do not allow Your child to charge the battery.

- DO NOT ALLOW DIRECT CONTACT BETWEEN THE TERMINALS OF THE BATTERY. THIS MAY LEAD TO FIRE OR
EXPLOSION.

*During charging keep the battery away from easy flammable items.

- Never pick up the battery by its cable or adapter. This may lead to damaging of the battery resulting in a fire. Pick the
battery by the corpus ONLY.

*During the charging of the battery explosive gases, heat or flammable substances accumulate. Charge the battery in well
ventilated places ONLY.

- Do no turn the battery backwards.

- Always secure and fasten the rechargeable battery with the bracket. Otherwise the battery can fall and injure the child, if
the battery operated motorbike upturns.

*The battery terminals, connectors and parts related to them contain lead and lead components, chemicals, which according
to the state of California can cause cancers and reproductive disabilities. Always wash your hands after handling the
battery.

* Only an adult can handle and charge the battery. The battery is heavy and contains lead acid (electrolyte). Dropping the
battery may lead to permanent damage of the battery or serious injuries.

* Do not let the battery to discharge entirely. You must recharge it after each use or once a month if you are not going to use
it regularly.

« Before you start charging the product check, whether the adapter, battery and cables are in good working order. If there is
damage on any of these parts, you must stop using them, until the damage is removed.

« It is normal for the adapter to get heated during charging, but if the adapter gets very hot, you must stop the charging and
check the adapter and battery.

* Do not open the battery. The battery contains lead acid and other materials, which are toxic and corrosive.

» Do not open the adapter! The exposed wires and electric components of the adapter may cause electric shock.

* Before you put the battery operated motorbike in storage, you must charge its battery completely. After that every 3 months
you must charge it, in order to prolong its life. The charging input is placed on the rear body.

« During charging the toy is not usable, because the current of the electric system is stopped.

* When the battery operated motorbike starts moving more slowly, you must recharge the battery.

« After each use or at least once a month you must recharge the rechargeable battery between 8 and 10 hours, but less than
12 hours.

* SWITCH OFF THE POWER before charging.

* Do not shortcut the battery terminals.

» The charger and the battery are not toys. Do not allow the children to play with the charger and the battery.

* Use only the battery and charger, which are recommended by the factory.

1.Turn off the battery operated motorbike.
2.Plug the charger connector to the socket for charging of the battery operated motorbike.
3.Connect the plug of the charger to an electrical outlet of the central power grid. The battery will start charging.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE OF THE PRODUCT

« Cleaning:
1.Do not clean the product with a hose. Do not wash it with water and soap. Do not use the motorbike, when it
rains or snows. Water can damage the motor, electric system or battery.

2. Clean the battery operated motorbike with soft, dry cloth only. In order to restore the shine of the plastic parts,
use polishing agent for furniture WITHOUT wax. Do not use strong abrasive cleaning agents.

% Maintenance and storage:

1.The responsibility to check the main parts of the toy before use is entirely to the parents/ adult. Regularly check for
potential risk of damage / injury — the battery, adapter, electric cables or wires, bushings, screws, body, moving systems,
wheels, fastening components — whether they are in good working condition or not, whether there is any damage, broken or
chipped parts. If you find any, you must stop using the product, until the damage is removed. Contact the shop you bought
the product from or the importer.

2.Make sure that the plastic parts of the toy are not cracked or broken.

3.From time to time use lubricating oil, in order to oil the moving parts such as wheels and moving connections.




You must apply a very thin layer of the oil and be careful while applying it.

4.Store the motorbike in upright position only, do not turn it upside down and do not tilt it. Park the battery operated
motorbike indoors or cover it with sailcloth, in order to protect it in humid weather.

5.When you are not going to use the product, you must store it in a dry, cool and well ventilated place. Do not store the
product close to sources of heat — open fire, heating devices or cookers and also at humid places.

6.FOR ADULTS ONLY: recharge the battery after each use. Recharge the battery at least once a month, when you are not
using the battery operated motorbike.

7.When the battery operated motorbike is not being used, all electric sources must be switched off. All switches must be in
zero position or in “stop” position. Disconnect the bushings of the battery’s cables.

8.1f you are not going to use the product for a long time, you must charge the battery completely, before you put it for
storage. You must charge the battery every three months in order to prolong its life.

9.Before you put the motorbike for storage you must switch the power button OFF, remove the cables from all bushings and
the rechargeable battery of the motorbike. Store it at a suitable place (dry, cool and well ventilated place). Do not allow
children to play close to the battery.

10.IMPORTANT! DO NOT MAKE ANY CHANGES OF THE BODY OF THE MOTORBIKE AND ITS MAIN PARTS AND
ALSO THE ELECTRIC INSTALLATION! This may lead to damaging of the motorbike, improper operation and a risk of
injury to the child. These parts must be maintained by an expert — authorized repair shop or importer.

11.Do not charge non-rechargeable batteries, do not mix old and new or different types of batteries. Observe the correct
polarity while placing the batteries.

REMOVAL OF THE DISCHARGED BATTERY

+ Do not throw the lead-acid battery in fire. The battery may explode or leak.

ovy * Your sealed lead-acid battery must be recycled or thrown away in an ecologically sound manner;

(= * Do not throw the lead-acid battery with your domestic waste.

*The incineration, land filling or mixing of sealed lead-acid batteries with household waste is forbidden by Law.
« Take the discharged battery to a station for recycling of lead-acid batteries or to a seller of batteries for cars.

TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

« Problem 1: The motorbike does not move

*Cause 1: The battery is exhausted: Each time after use of the motorbike recharge the battery for the time indicated in
this instruction manual. The battery must be charged at least once a month. Charge for 8 - 10 hours, but no more than 12
hours. Before usage for first time, charge the bike for 12 hours.

*Cause 2: When the motorbike is overloaded or due to improper use, the fuse will switch off automatically: If this
happens, wait for about 2 minutes without using the product. The fuse will switch on automatically.

*Cause 3: The battery cable has fallen off: Re-connect.

*Cause 4: The battery is damaged: Contact the store you bought the product from/

*Cause 5: The cables of the electric circuit are broken or damaged: For repairs, contact the store you bought the
product from.

*Cause 6: The motor is damaged. The motorbike must be examined and repaired by a professional. Contact the store you
bought the product from.

Problem 2: The battery cannot be charged

*Cause 1: The socket of the battery is loose: Make sure that the cables of the electric circuit are connected with the
terminal of the battery.

*Cause 2: The charger is connected correctly. Make sure that the charger is plugged in a the motorbike socket correctly.
*Cause 3: The charger is damaged. Contact the shop you bought the product from.

«+Problem 3: During charging there is a slight noise or the charger is warm:

*Cause: This is due to a chemical reaction. You should not be worried as this is a normal chemical process.

<Problem 4: When driving the motor, there is no sound or light

*Cause: The music player cable is removed: Reconnect it.

<Problem 5: The gearbox works, but the motor does not move

*Cause: The gear unit is loose: Remove the gear unit and tighten the screws.

«Problem 6: The motor cannot be stopped.

*Cause: The pedal switch is stuck: Carefully lift the pedal switch into its correct position. Of you cannot make it, contact
the shop you bought the product from.
